Installing the Options Card

/A\ DANGER

Installation and maintenance of ION meters and meter options should only be performed by qualified
personnel that have appropriate training and experience with high voltage/current devices.

Preparing the Meter for Options Card Installation
1. Turn off all power to the meter.
2. Ensure that all cables still connected to the meter are not live.

3. Ensure that the Line and Neutral (or DC power) wires to the power supply
inputs of the meter are not live.

4. Disconnect the power source and remove the power supply.

Plugging in an Options Card

1. Place the Options Card into the slot with the arrow on the Options Card
pointing toward the top of the meter. Slide the card in the direction of the
arrow until it is firmly seated.
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2. Re-attach the power supply to the meter, and re-energize the power supply.
3. Re-energize all wiring connected to the meter.

4. Power up the meter and verify correct operation.
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
